6 A significant capital programme for youth facilities supported by
rainy day funds.

OUR HEALTH

7 A properly functioning CAMHS service, and a pilot scheme of youth counselling
delivered by Youth Services under a National Health Strategy for Young People.

OUR HOMES

8 Implementation of the Youth Homelessness Strategy and proper
data on the issue.
9 Legal clarity for licensees in shared rented properties particularly
the rent a room scheme is required.

OUR FUTURE

10 Introduce votes at 16 as a key measure to prioritise youth issues, piloted
for local and European elections by legislation.
